REMINDER: Important Dates for Upcoming Election
TRENTON - Election Day is just around the corner, on Tuesday, Nov. 5. The first vote-by-mail deadline is this week, and the Mercer County Clerk’s Office is holding extended hours for voting this weekend. Consequently, we have put together this timeline for Mercer County voters so that all may participate in the upcoming election on the State, County, local and school board races on the ballot.
1. Last day for the County Clerk’s Office to receive vote-by-mail applications by mail: Oct. 29. 
0. After this date, you must walk into the County Clerk’s Office at 209 S. Broad St., Trenton, NJ, during business hours to obtain a VBM ballot.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The County Clerk’s Office will be holding extended hours in our Trenton office (located at the above address) this weekend to help with VBM applications and ballots: Saturday, Nov. 2 from 9 a.m.-1 p.m. and Sunday, Nov. 3 from 10 a.m.-2 p.m.
1. Last day to walk into the Trenton office to obtain a VBM ballot: Nov. 4 at 3 p.m. 
2. From the County Clerk’s Trenton office, you can walk your ballot to the Board of Elections office: 640 S. Broad St., Trenton, NJ. They will be open as well during the weekend.
1. The Mercer County Clerk’s office provides vote-by-mail applications in English and Spanish. 
3. Statewide applications in Gujarati, Hindi, Korean, Punjabi and Chinese (simplified and traditional) are available on the State Division of Elections website: https://www.state.nj.us/state/elections/vote-by-mail.shtml 
1. You can apply to vote by mail for any reason, even if you know you will be in the area/able to go to the polls on Election Day.
1. If you prefer to vote at the polls, Election Day is Nov. 5. Polls are open from 6 a.m. to 8 p.m. If you don’t know where your polling location is, click this link: https://voter.njsvrs.com/elections/polling-lookup.html?polling-location 
1. Results will be posted on election night on the County Clerk’s website.
