The Mercer County Wildlife Center is located on Route 29, approximately

twelve miles north of Trenton, NJ and three miles south of Lambertville, NJ.

The Center is open 365 days a year and is directed by a licensed wildlife
rehabilitator. Trained and dedicated full-time and seasonal employees,
volunteers, and interns help us care for the animals.

If you find an animal in distress, please call us. The animal may not
actually need assistance and removing it from its environment may cause
more harm. We may advise you to bring the animal to us. The Mercer
County Wildlife Center is not equipped to provide a pick-up service. In the
meantime, please keep it warm and quiet. Handle it as little as possible
and keep it away from pets and children.

The Center cares for injured, ill, and displaced native wildlife, providing
medical treatment and a temporary refuge prior to release back into an
appropriate wild habitat.

We are a state and federally licensed facility accepting birds and mammals
from the central New Jersey area. All services provided by the Center are
free of charge to those who bring animals in need of care. Donations are
appreciated.
