Action Taken:

Approval of Minutes for December 12, 2023 meeting. Motion to Approve – Ms. Corrigan - Ms. Moyer 2nd Approved 3-0. 
1. November 7, 2023 update. Rejection of Ballots. Ms. Moyer, Mr. Jennings 2nd. Ballots rejected. 3-0
Discussions:


Ms. Henderson update Board on status of litigation regarding candidate for the Hopewell Board of Education and re-count. Discussion centered on costs of the litigation related to providing information requested by Plaintiff and fee being assessed to the Plaintiff. Additionally, timing of re-count if litigation is successful.

Robbinsville School Board election scheduled for March 12, 2024. Discussion centered on locations for polling locations, timing (i.e. polling hours), machines/pole book, and ballots. Special election basis is for additional funding for school functions. There will be mail-in ballots and drop box locations. Robbinsville BOE is responsible to cover the cost of the special election.

Training update includes approximately 200 applications for poll workers. Emails being sent to poll workers to remind applicants/workers related to upcoming election. Ms. Henderson is following up with equipment needs for the June primary election.

Board discussed following up on reimbursement(s) for upgrades implemented at the BOE office/equipment and tracking of same to ensure proper credit is being provided to BOE budget. Asset tracking is in process. 


Quote rec’d for installation of replacement fence and security upgrades including a review of the security cameras to make sure same are properly operating. Ms. Henderson to obtain quotes for equipment.

Board re-considered its decision about eliminating part-time poll workers ½-day workers. Re-evaluation of mater poll workers being undertaken by staff. BOE will be utilizing master poll workers to staff the special election for the most part. Discussion about setting up training sessions to get ahead of up-coming primary election in terms of training. Motion made by Mr. Jennings to set up training for up-coming special election. Mr. Moyer 2nd. 3-0.

Motion by Mr. Jennings to rescind previous motion to eliminate part-time poll workers. Ms. Moyer 2nd. 3-0
