Action Taken:

Status of Robbinsville special school board election for March 12, 2024. 28 Board workers to be used for the special election. Master board workers to be used first, with normal pole workers to fill in the gaps. All voters may vote at any e-poll book and cast vote at any available tabulator.

Re-Districting update. Maps have been distributed to county chairs and clerks. A copy of the maps are available to public. 

June 2024 primary preparations. 492 applications for workers received to date. An email blast sent to 825 persons earlier in the month. Approximately 338 full time and the balance ½ day workers have applied. Efforts continue to contact students at the MCC and colleges as well as high schools throughout Mercer County. Ads have been put in the paper for the special election. (Attach a copy of the ads to the minutes). Using a pilot program to side-step voting card encoders to speed up the process.

Polling locations are in the process of being updated by the municipal clerks so as to permit the BOE to review sites. Deadline is 4/1/2024. Inspections will be undertaken by BOE staff. Scared Heart Trenton location may be available for the primary and general election. BOE staff to review site.  BOE staff expressed concerns over voting locations in Trenton, noting low voter turnout and safety concerns for early voting.

Rejections of late received ballots from Hopewell (general election) and Hamilton Twp. (general election) Ms. Moyer motion to reject, Ms. Corringan 2nd – 4-0.


Ms. Moyer wants to set up a date for voter registration and view of voting apparatus for the public in concert with national awareness of voting to be held in August 2024.
