Poll workers = 759 applications on file - Full days 545; am shift 69; pm 77; not working primary but general 36. Total classes available - 75 for May and April. 179 board workers trained as of April 8, 2024. 19 cancellations and 19 no shows.


Recruitment – Lawrence High School event was cancelled but will be rescheduled. Mercer County Community College and YMCA location in Hamilton for 2-day event coming up. Contacted RWJ, Greek Orthodox Church Festival for possible recruitment in May 2024. Inquiries to Hibernia’s, German American Club, Rider, TCNJ and Princeton for future dates. Signs have been posted in locations throughout Mercer County.

State contacted BOE for status update of poll workers and possible assistance through advertising. Proposal to contact Bill Spadea, (radio personality 101.5) for public announcement for workers.

Daylight saving event in the City of Trenton was attended by BOE, which resulted in a couple of applications.

Staff is diligently looking to attend Festivals for recruitment throughout the County and also advertisements in the local papers such as “Mercer Me” and other local papers.
