Recruitment Update

Staff updated recruitment efforts for poll workers, including mail solicitations, business solicitations to place recruitment information at various locations. National recruitment date set for August 1, 2024 and efforts to set up a recruitment table and event. August 6, 2024 National Night Out and efforts to set up a recruitment table at the various town locations. BOE members attended a number of firework events during July 2024. Additionally, BOE looking into other summer events to set up recruitment tables. Some applications have been rec’d from the various events.

BOE has contacted local newspapers for advertising for BOE poll workers. Quotes have been obtained for placement of ads.

Applications on file – 1030. Approximately 800 full day workers and the remainder are ½ days. Applications are still being received.


BOE attended career day at Steinart HS. Approximately 30 applications were received.


Online training is still being reviewed by BOE and State Elections and SOE. There are 13 Chapters with 2 chapters outstanding for completion and review.


Training for prior poll workers is not necessary unless the State changes the rules. Only necessary for new workers. BOE will have the online courses to refresh prior poll workers.


Rejections:

18 votes received from various Townships’ after cutoff date. Results are available at the BOE office.


Retention:


At this juncture, BOE is not able to destroy any records at this point in time. BOE is following Retention guidelines and in contact with the State as to what records and when same can be moved/destroyed.

Polling Locations.


Holland School update as to whether this location is compliant. BOE meeting with School officials and State to review what can be done.


Grant Reimbursement.

Working for the past 6 months on various applications. Guidelines have been received and BOE is working on the applications.

Discussion about opening and closing the poll locations and compensation for those poll works. Concept of super poll worker who would be responsible for the opening and closing of each location.
