There was significant discussion by the public over concerns of moving the location to the Cure Arena. Kingsbury Tower is in disrepair, safety and other issues and is not an ideal location. Many of the public in attendance voiced concerns the voters in Kingsbury would not being able to get to the Cure Arena or Scared Heart, alternative locations  After discussion it was decided by the Board to move the polling location to Luther Arms. Motion by Ms. Moyer, 2nd by Mr. Farina – 4-0.
